A Two types of ozone
I Stratospheric ozone i~ Blocks UV radition
I Tropospheric ozone or low level ozone i
causes lung irritation at higher concentrations
A Tropospheric ozone forms in the presence
of vviproecurssorcpolidiut ant
I Highest in the summer
